The Albany Capital District has an Iraqi community which has been growing rapidly over the past two years, and this social event is an opportunity for people in Albany to get  to know their new neighbors.

A committee composed of Iraqis and Americans, which emerged from the efforts of the Iraqi Refugee Project, is in the process of establishing an Iraqi Community Association (ICA) for the Capital District. The spring festival event will be an opportunity for people to find out more about the ICA and its goals.
